This subject is aimed to faciliate to understand international relations law by introducing the basic theories of international law and its responses
toward the global environmental issues in English.

For the first half of the course, it is designed to introduce the foundational concepts of international law, the differences between international
law and domestic law, as well as the legal nature thereof.
