This course is designed to explore what is known as the Atomic Age--a period of history that emerged when the first atomic bomb was detonated

in the summer of 1945.

During the 20th century, the United States rapidly came to power and dominated the world in various terms, e.g. politics, economy and culture. The
scientific and technological progress that brought about the birth of the atomic bomb was one of the American achievements that marked the

century.

The nuclear arms race started after the use of the first atomic bomb over Hiroshima and Nagasaki more than seven decades ago, which over the
years had led to the production of tens of thousands of nuclear warheads. In the meantime, the peaceful uses of atomic energy were promoted

and introduced in many countries.

Because the bomb has not been used in anger--in actual war--since 1945, and with the end of the Cold War, some people might consider the
period something of the past. Is it really so? The risk of nuclear terrorism and nuclear power plant accidents are still there. The recent tension
between the United States and North Korea remain imminent. What does it mean to live in the Atomic Age? How relevant is the event of 1945 to

our current lives? How are our times defined by the nuclear energy?

The course will mostly revolve around the events in the 1940s-60s in America. But we will also seek connections with earlier events and with our

lives in Japan.
