This is an intensive course of international relations with a specific focus on immigration. The topic of immigration is salient because European
international relations have deteriorated in recent years due to increased immigration. To give some examples, the UK decided to leave the
European Union (EU), refusing the free movement regime created by the EU (European Union). Moreover, the Central and Eastern European
states chose not to comply with the EU imposed refugee allocation and settlement program. Immigration is a relevant topic for Japan as well. Even
though Japan has not admitted “immigrants” for a long time after the end of the Second World War, in recent years, it amended its immigration law
in a way to encourage permanent settlement of low-skilled workers. Increased immigration in the future may lead to demographic, cultural, and
economic changes in Japanese society. Against this background, the course has three objectives. The first is to explain to students the causes
and effects of international immigration in the world. The second objective is to examine how states respond to international immigration through
various policies. Here, we will study the free movement regime in the European Union and individual immigration policies of selected European
states (UK, Germany, and France) and Japan. Third, we will identify the similarities and differences of immigration policies of different countries.
