Books are classified and arranged according to NDC 

(Nippon Decimal Classification).

Japanese and Chinese journals are arranged in Japanese syllabary 

order. Foreign language journals are arranged in alphabetical 

order.

You can search for books and journals using OPAC (Online Public Access 

Catalog).

You can also access the OPAC by accessing the library's website 

from your computer or smartphone.

Some resources cannot be checked out, such as encyclopedias, 

dictionaries, and audiovisual materials.

For undergraduate and graduate students, some materials 

may be available for overnight loan only.

Students can check out designated books and unbound 

journals overnight,with a limit of one item per person.

*This excludes bound journals and current issues of journals.

Food is allowed only in the Rest Area on the 1st floor 

of the Main Library.

Drinks may only be brought into the library in sealed containers,

such as plastic bottles or flasks.
