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Animal versus Human Communication

This lecture explores animal communication and whether animals
can truly use language like humans. It examines three key features
that distinguish human language: the arbitrary connection between
sounds and meanings,the ability to discuss events far away in time
or space, and the ability to create new sentences. Some animals
have very advanced communication systems,but they might not
be the animals you guess! The lecture discusses famous research
with chimpanzees who were taught sign language and symbolic
communication systems. These studies suggest some animals can
learn aspects of human language,including understanding grammar
and discussing abstract concepts,though debate continues about
whether this constitutes true language.
