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According to the passage, overtourism is defined differently in each destination by local
residents and business owners. In a small, rural community, 20 additional tourists might be
too many because the local infrastructure cannot handle that number of people. What is
considered "too many" visitors depends on the capacity and size of each place, not just the

total number of tourists.
